finangalo, ‘o ‘oua te ne lau kiate kinautolu ‘enau 
ngaahi angahala; pea ne hilifaki kiate kimautolu ‘a e 

lea ‘o e fakalelei. Ko ia, ko e kau fakafofonga 
kimautolu ‘o Kalaisi; tokua ko e ‘Otua ia ‘oku 

enginaki ‘iate kimautolu: ko ‘emau kole ‘eni ‘oku fai 
ko e fetongi ‘o Kalaisi: tuku ke fai homou fakalelei mo 
e ‘Otua. Na‘a ne ngaohi ko e koto angahala ‘a e Toko 

Taha ko ia na‘e ‘ikai te ne ongona ha angahala, 
koe‘uhi ā ko kitautolu; koe‘uhi ke tau hoko ai ‘iate ia 

ko e koto mā‘oni‘oni faka‘otua.”
